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Nagoya Protocol on Access and Benefit
Sharing (ABS):

The Nagoya Protocol on Access and
Benefit-sharing of genetic resources is a
2010 supplementary agreement to the
1992 Convention on Biological Diversity
(CBD) and supports the implementa-
tion of its third goal of stating, “the fair
and equitable sharing of benefits
arising out of the use of genetic resourc-
es”. This is achieved through producing
a prior informed consent from the user
of the genetic resource to the country in
which the genetic resource is located
prior to obtaining the resource and
negotiate and agree on mutual agreed
terms to access. Jordan is a Party to the
Nagoya Protocol since its entry into
force (ratification) on October 12, 2014
